3. Complete official transcript of school records for all grades attended with certified English translation.  This transcript will be retained by the school as a part of our permanent records.  A course description is required for any Math, and Science with Lab taken at 9th grade and above.

4. Completed form of Report of Health Examination for School Entry and a photocopy of immunization records with every dose dated, including Polio, DTP (Diphtheria, Tetanus, Pertussis), MMR (Measles, Mumps, Rubella), Hepatitis B, Varicella (Chickenpox), and TB skin test result.  Written evidence of chest X-Ray is required if TB skin test is positive.

5. Notarized Guardianship Authorization is needed if student does not live with parents in the United States.

6. The student, regardless of age, must reside with a legal guardian until completion of study at Oxford School. A legal guardian must be either of the following: a) Oxford School appointed Homestay Program family; b) Self-appointed, direct family member who will abide by all Oxford School rules on guardianship. The student, at time of enrollment, must report all potential family members who he/she may decide to live with in the future; any non-reported family members may not become legal guardians of the student. The student may not rent a room and live by him/herself at any time; a landlord will not be accepted as a legal guardian. Legal guardians who fail to perform their duties will be compelled to renounce their guardianship of the student.  Failure to follow these rules will result in expulsion of the student.

Grade Placement Agreement

This agreement serves as fundamental understanding of Oxford School’s grade placement system for parents and students. It must be signed by parents/legal guardians and students to complete the enrollment process.  Please read the following statements carefully.  

1. All official transcripts from middle school to the most recent high school submitted with the application form are final. Any transcripts submitted afterwards with different grades or classes will not be accepted. If the student is currently taking classes at another school, he/she must provide Oxford School with a list of these ongoing classes upon submitting the application.

2. It is mandatory for each incoming student to take a math and English placement test prior to enrollment. Test dates are available in the Admissions Office.  Oxford School will designate the student’s grade level judging by the student’s transcripts, the University of California A-G required course list, and test results. The student may be lowered one or more grade levels to improve English proficiency.

3. Students are not allowed to take placement test if official transcripts from middle school to the most recent high school were not received by Admissions Office.  No classes will be scheduled until the placement test is completed.  Failure to take placement test will result in delayed enrollment.

4. TOEFL (IBT) scores are used as an additional assessment of English proficiency. The TOEFL (IBT) is a required test of English proficiency for international students by public California colleges. The University of California (UC) system requires a 79 – 83 for admission; the California State University (CSU) system requires 61 for admission; the two year junior or Community College (CC) system requires 45 for admission. Additional Ivy League private schools such as Stanford generally range from 80 to 105. The TOEFL (IBT) test is out of a possible 120. After official TOEFL (IBT) scores are received, parents and guardians may meet with the Academic Office to discuss the student’s English proficiency goals. 

5. If the student does not pass the English Placement Test, he/she must take at least one year of non-credit English Language Development (ELD) courses. Each student is also required to take the TOEFL (IBT) test after two months of enrollment. To switch out from the ELD program to regular courses for the following semester, the student must obtain a minimum TOEFL (IBT) score: 9th grade, 35; 10th grade, 40; 11th grade, 45. Seniors are expected to graduate with a TOEFL (IBT) score of 61.
6. Grade placement does not guarantee that the student will be able to graduate. The student must pass all courses with a grade of 70% (C) or above based on the University of California A-G required course list, and fulfill Oxford School graduation requirements.
7. After the student has submitted the application for admission, Oxford Admissions Office will conduct an oral interview with the student as part of the admission process.  If the student lacks basic English communication skills and does not pass the oral interview, he/she is required to take at least one semester of After School Enrichment Program concurrently with the ELD courses.

8. If any of the student’s grades are below 70% at the end of each month, he/she must enroll in the Oxford School’s After School Enrichment Program until his/her grades are raised to 70% or above.  The program fee and registration information are available upon request.
